Hunter Check List for Oklahoma Water Fowl Hunts

___ Oklahoma Hunting Licenses: You are required to show proof of Hunter Safety course when you purchase an OK Hunting License as well as while you are hunting.  Detailed information and lists can be found at http://www.wildlifedepartment.com/regs/waterfowlregs.pdf. If you do not purchase them in advance online, you MUST stop at the Wal-Mart in McAlester on George Nigh Expwy.  There is no other place to purchase on the way to the lodge.
 You will need these Licenses:
· Non-Resident 5 day Hunting License ($75)
· OK Waterfowl License ($10)
· Federal Waterfowl Stamp ($15)

· OK Legacy Permit ($5)

· OK HIP Permit (FREE, but must have it on you while hunting)

____ What To Pack:
· Sleeping bag or bedroll

· Small flashlight

· Cold weather camouflage hunting clothes and waders (it can get really cold and the wind can blow really hard in this part of the country, so plan accordingly. We suggest you have a polar fleece type beanie cap, neck gaiter, and/or face cover, warm water proof gloves and footwear.)

· Guns and ammunition- Legal 12 gauge shot gun with plug. We suggest 3 inch #2’s or #3’s for ducks and 3 ½ inch BBB’s for geese.  I would bring 2 box of duck loads.  1 box for geese.

· Snacks and Drinks (we will be providing microwave breakfast items, coffee and juice for breakfast.  Lunch will be sandwiches and chips.  Supper will be on the grill- steaks, wild game, etc.  Bring any special snacks or beverages you might want.)

· Personal toiletries, medicines, etc.

· Bath Towel

____ What NOT To Pack:
· Lead shot of any kind

· Rifles or pistols of any kind

· Dogs or pets 

· Any illegal substances or items

· Stress and worries

____ Other Important Info:
· Keep in mind the lodge and the fields are basically 1 hour from town, so be sure to have anything you might need.  There are no stores close by.
